By application filed on October 15, 2001, Discover Financial
Services, Riverwoods, Illinois, seeks authority to connect an
automatic dialing-announcing device.

Cook Road, Riverwoods, Illinois 60015. Applicant proposes to con-
nect a proprietary built RS6000, F50 dialing-annocuncing device.

The petition states the applicant will disconnect the auto-
matic dialing=announcing device from the telephone line of the
person called within five seconds of the time notification of hang
up 1is transmitted toc the device, or as soon as the telephone
company’s central office egquipment permits. The petition also
states that the applicant will. operate an autcomatic dialing-
announcing device only in such a manner as to allow it to dial
telephone numbers randomly.
