OPINION AND FINDINGS

BY THE COMMISSION:

By formal complaint filed February 7, 1974, Norman Doerr and Don Effle,
Orchard, Nebraska, charged Union Telephone Company, Blair, Nebraska, with
providing inadequate service.

A copy of the complaint was served on the defendant as required by the
Commission's Rules and Regulations.
Defendant's Statement of Satisfaction was filed on February 20, 1974,
indicating that maintenance work was being done on defendant's ocutside plant and

central office equipment at the Winpetoon, Nebraska exchange serving the
complainants and further that & ‘loan commitment had been obtained to provide
all one party buried cable service.
