On August 7, 2002, an application was filed by Stanton Long
Di stance, LLC (Stanton) of Stanton, Nebraska, seeking authority
to operate as an interexchange carrier of telecommunications
services within the state of Nebraska. Notice of the appli-
cation was published in The Daily Record, Oraha, Nebraska, on
August 8, 2002. No protests were filed; therefore, this appli-
cation is processed pursuant to the Commission’s Rule of
Modi fi ed Procedure.

OPI NI ON AND FI NDI NGS

Stanton is a Nebraska corporation with its headquarters in
St anton, Nebraska. Stanton has been authorized by the Secretary
of State to operate in Nebraska and is a limted liability
conpany. In addition, no officer, director or sharehol der having
five percent or nore of the applicant’s voting securities has
been involved in a formal conplaint or other investigatory or
enf or cement proceedi ng.

Applicant is a switchless, non-facilities-based interex-
change resale carrier, which proposes to offer switched and
dedi cated interexchange teleconmunications services to busi-

nesses and residences in the state of Nebraska. Al network
services are to be supplied by MI/WrldCom In addition,
appl i cant proposes to offer 1+ |ong distance tel ecomunications
services suitable for voice and limted data applications

initially in Stanton, Nebraska.

I nterexchange reseller applications are subject to Comm s-
sion jurisdiction under Neb. Rev. Stat. 88 75-604 and 86-805 and
Title 291 of the Commi ssion’s Rules and Regul ati ons, Chapter 5,
Rul e 003.12. From exami nation of the application filed herein,
the Commission finds Stanton has provided all the information
required by the Comm ssion, possesses adequate financi al
resources to provide the proposed service, and possesses
adequat e technical conpetency to provide the proposed service.
The application should be granted.
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ORDER

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED by the Nebraska Public Service Com
mssion that Application No. G2775 be, and it is hereby,
granted and Stanton Long Distance, LLC, is authorized to operate
as an interexchange carrier of telecomunications services in
the state of Nebraska.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the applicant shall file, in
accordance with the applicable statutes on or before April 30th
of each year, an annual report with this Comm ssion consisting
of: (a) a copy of any report filed wth the Federal
Communi cations Conmission; (b) a copy of any annual report to
stockhol ders; and (c) a copy of the latest Form 10-K filed with
the Securities and Exchange Conmi ssion. If these are not
avail able, applicant shall submt a balance sheet and incone
statenment for the previous year of operation, as well as the
i nvestnent made in tel ephone plant and equi pnent |ocated within
the state, accumnul ated depreciation thereon, operating revenues
and expenses, and taxes.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that, to the extent applicable, the
applicant shall conply with all laws pertaining to, and all
rul es and regulations pronul gated under, the Tel econmunications
Rel ay System Act (Neb. Rev. Stat. 88 86-1302 to 86-1307) and the
Nebraska Tel ecomunications Universal Service Fund Act (Neb.
Rev. Stat. 88 86-1402 to 86-1410).

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that applicant file its current
tariff prior to offering service pursuant to the certificate
granted in this order.

IT IS FINALLY ORDERED that this order be, and it is hereby
made, the Commission’s official certificate of authority to
furni sh the service authorized herein as a conmon carrier.
