In addition, no officer, director or sharehol der
having five percent or nore of the applicant’s voting securities
has been involved in a formal conplaint or other investigatory
or enforcenent proceeding.

Applicant intends to operate as a long distance telecom
muni cations provider of service in the state of Nebraska.
Applicant intends to offer a full range of conpetitive tel ecom
muni cations services to both business and residential consuners.
Applicant intends to market all fornms of switched and dedi cated
t el ecommuni cati ons  servi ces, including data and |Internet
servi ces.

I nterexchange reseller applications are subject to Com
m ssion jurisdiction under Neb. Rev. Stat. 88 75-604 and 86-805
and Title 291 of the Conmmission’s Rules and Regulations,
Chapter 5, Rule 003.12. From exami nation of the application
filed herein, the Commssion finds VP has provided all the
information required by the Conmmi ssion, possesses adequate
financial resources to provide the proposed service, and pos-
sesses adequate technical conpetency to provide the proposed
service. The application should be granted.

and expenses, and taxes.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that, to the extent applicable, the
applicant shall conply with all laws pertaining to, and all
rules and regul ati ons promul gated under, the Tel ecomunications
Rel ay System Act (Neb. Rev. Stat. 88 86-1302 to 86-1307) and the
Nebraska Tel econmuni cations Universal Service Fund Act (Neb.
Rev. Stat. 88 86-1402 to 86-1410).

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that applicant file its current
tariff prior to offering service pursuant to the certificate
granted in this order.

IT IS FINALLY ORDERED that this order be, and it is hereby
made, the Commission’s official certificate of authority to
furnish the service authorized herein as a comon carrier.
