OPI NI ON AND FI NDI NGS

OneLink is a Delaware corporation with its headquarters in
Tamarac, Florida. OnelLink has been authorized by the Secretary
of State to operate in Nebraska as a foreign corporation.

Applicant is a switchless, non-facilities based interex-
change resale carrier, which intends to provide swi tched and
dedi cated i nterexchange tel ecomunications services in the state
of Nebraska. Applicant proposes to offer swi tched and dedi cated
access 1+ long distance tel ecommunications service suitable for
voice and limted data applications.

| nt erexchange reseller applications are subject to Com
m ssion jurisdiction under Neb. Rev. Stat. 88 86-128 and 86- 129
and Title 291 of the Conmi ssion’s Rules and Regul ati ons, Chapter
5, FRule 003.12. From exam nation of the application filed
herein, the Conmmssion finds OneLink has provided all the
information required by the Conm ssion, possesses adequate
financial resources to provide the proposed service, and pos-
sesses adequate technical conpetency to provide the proposed
service. The application should be granted.

ORDER

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED by the Nebraska Public Service
Commi ssion that Application No. C-2952 be, and it is hereby,
granted and OneLink Conmunications, Inc., 1is authorized to
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operate as an interexchange <carrier of teleconmunications
services within the state of Nebraska.

IT I'S FURTHER ORDERED that the applicant shall file, in
accordance with the applicable statutes on or before April 30th
of each year, an annual report with this Conm ssion consisting
of: (a) a copy of any report filed with the Federal Communi-
cations Commission; (b)) a copy of any annual report to
stockhol ders; and (c) a copy of the latest Form 10-K filed with
the Securities and Exchange Conm ssion. If these are not
avail abl e, applicant shall subnmt a balance sheet and incone
statenment for the previous year of operation, as well as the
investment made in tel ephone plant and equi prment |ocated within
the state, accumul ated depreciation thereon, operating revenues
and expenses, and taxes.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that, to the extent applicable, the
applicant shall conmply with all laws pertaining to, and all
rules and regul ations pronul gated under, the Tel ecommuni cations
Rel ay System Act (Neb. Rev. Stat. 88 86-301 to 86-315) and the
Nebraska Tel ecomruni cations Universal Service Fund Act (Neb.
Rev. Stat. 88 86-316 to 86-329).

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that applicant file its current
tariff prior to offering service pursuant to the certificate
granted in this order.

| T IS FINALLY ORDERED that this order be, and it is hereby
made, the Comm ssion’s official certificate of authority to
furnish the service authorized herein as a common carrier
