On January 29, 2002, the Conm ssion opened this docket for
the purpose of investigating Qaest Corporation's proposed re-
| ease of “custonmer proprietary network information” (CPN).
Public notice of this docket was published in The Daily Record,
Omaha, Nebraska, on January 31, 2002.

OPI NI ON AND FI NDI NGS

The Commi ssion opened this docket in order to nonitor and
i nvestigate tel econmunications conpanies’ potential release of
“customer proprietary network information.” Specifically, the
Conmmi ssion was concerned with Qaest Corporation’s intention to
share this information with Qaest conpanies and other authorized
representatives.

The Conmission is conmtted to ensure that all customers be
afforded a reasonable opportunity to protect their proprietary
i nformati on. In that charge, the Commission will not support
the releasing of this type of information until such tine as
tel ecomuni cations carriers ensure that customers have a reason-
abl e opportunity to protect their proprietary information.

As such, any telecomunications carrier considering the
rel ease of such proprietary information is directed to provide
advance notice to the Comrission in order to make a show ng that
custoner interests are being protected.

In light of the fact that the Comm ssion is unaware of any
tel ecomunications carrier in the state currently considering
such a release of proprietary information, the Conmm ssion is of
the opi nion that Docket No. G=2663/Pl-56 should be cl osed.
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ORDER

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED by the Nebraska Public Service Com
m ssion that Docket No. G 2663/Pl-56, be, and is hereby, closed.

IT I'S FURTHER ORDERED that all teleconmunications carriers
operating in this state shall give the Comm ssion advance notice
prior to releasing such custoner proprietary infornmation.
