BY THE COWM SSI ON:

On January 25, 2002, an application was filed by Quest
Corporation of Denver, Colorado, seeking approval of its revised
statenent of generally available ternms (SGAT) pursuant to
Section 252(f) of the 1996 Tel econmmunications Act. Notice of
the application was published in The Daily Record, Qmaha,
Nebraska, on January 29, 2002. No protests were filed;
therefore, this application is processed pursuant to the
Commi ssi on:s Rul e of Mdified Procedure.

OPI NI ON AND FI NDI NGS

On January 28, 2002, the Commission entered an order in
Application No. G 2537 approving Qwest's SGAT, filed My 22,
2001, in its entirety. In the current application, Qmest has
revised the SGAT in three different ways.

Conpl i ance with Conmi ssion Orders:

The Commi ssion had issued orders on August 20, 2001 (G oup
3); Cctober 16, 2001 (Emerging Services); October 30, 2001
(Goup 1); Novenber 20, 2001 (G oup 2); Decenber 4, 2001 (G oup
4); and January 8, 2002 (Goup 5) for Qaest to conply wth
various 271-related issues since its |ast SGAT revision. These
orders recomended a nunber of changes to Qnest’s SGAT. The
revi sions made by Qaest conply with those orders.

Changes Resulting for Consensus Language, |ncluding Conpliance
Language Carried Forward From O her Proceedi ngs:

The revised SGAT al so takes into account several revisions
made by Qnest that are consistent with the recomendati ons of
other state commissions and the facilitator in the multi-state
proceedi ng for the sane checklist itens.
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Correction of Typogr aphi cal , G ammat i cal and other Non-
substantive Matters:

Furthernore, Qunest has made some revisions to correct a
nunber of typographical errors, grammar m stakes and capitaliza-

tion changes. In addition, Quest has updated its web site
addresses and technical standards to clarify |anguage and ensure
consi st ency. Finally, several definitions in Section 4.0 were

moved to place themin correct al phabetical order.

CONCLUSI ON

In light of previously approving Qrmest’s SGAT on January 8,
2002, and the fact that Qunest has satisfied the changes outlined
in that order and all previous orders in the G 2537 docket, the
Commission is of the opinion that the revised SGAT filed on
January 25, 2002, should be approved. In addition, the
Commi ssion shall use the revised SGAT as the baseline docunent
for any future proceedi ngs regardi ng Qwest’ s SGAT.

ORDER
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED by the Nebraska Public Service Com
m ssion that Qmest:s revised SGAT, filed in Application No.
C-2666, is hereby, approved in its entirety, as set forth

her ei n.
