The Parti es:

Motion is a Colorado Corporation with its headquarters in
Engl ewood, Col orado. Motion was granted authority by the
Commission to operate as a reseller of |l ong distance
t el econmuni cations service in the State of Nebraska on July 3,
2003, pursuant to Application No. C-2979.

Univance is a Colorado corporation with its principal
of fices in Engl ewod, Col orado. Uni vance was granted authority
by this Conmission to transact the business of a reseller of
t el econmuni cations services in the state of Nebraska.

Description of the Transaction:

On January 23, 2003, Univance filed a Chapter 11 bankruptcy
petition in the US. Bankruptcy Court for the District of
Col orado. On April 4, 2003, the Court approved the sale of al
of Univance s assets, including its Nebraska assets to Mbdtion
On April 4, 2003, wth approval of the court, Mtion and
Uni vance entered into a Managenent Services Agreenent, pursuant
to which Mdtion is admnistering Univance's custonmer base under
Uni vance’ s oversi ght.
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Uni vance has provided the affected customers wth a
customer notification of the proposed transaction. The affected
custoners will see no change in the rates, terns or conditions
of service fromthose currently in effect. Mtion has agreed to
pay any PIC charges of any existing custonmers w shing to change
carriers as a result of this transaction.

Based on the evidence, we find the application to be fair
and reasonable and in the public interest. The application
shoul d be grant ed.

| T IS THEREFORE ORDERED by the Nebraska Public Service Com
m ssion that Application No. C-2997 be, and it 1is hereby,
gr ant ed.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the applicant shall file, in
accordance with the applicable statutes on or before April 30th
of each year, an annual report with this Conmm ssion consisting
of : (a) a copy of any report filed wth the Federal
Comruni cations Conmm ssion, (b) a copy of any annual report to
stockhol ders and (c) a copy of the latest Form 10-K filed with
the Securities and Exchange Conmm ssion. If these are not
avail abl e, applicant shall subnmt a balance sheet and incone
statenent for the previous year of operation, as well as the
i nvestnent made in tel ephone plant and equi pnent | ocated within
the state, accumul ated depreciation thereon, operating revenues
and expenses, and taxes.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that, to the extent applicable, the
applicant shall conmply with all laws pertaining to, and all
rules and regul ati ons pronul gated under, the Tel econmuni cati ons
Rel ay System Act (Neb. Rev. Stat. 88 86-1302 to 86-1307) and the
Nebraska Tel ecomruni cations Universal Service Fund Act (Neb.
Rev. Stat. 88 86-1402 to 86-1410).

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that applicant file its current
tariff prior to offering service pursuant to the certificate
granted in this order.
