On April 14, 2003, the Applicant filed an anended
"Advertising Plan for Measured Usage Universal Service Oferings
by Western Wreless Corporation”™ wth the Comm ssion. Thi s
docket was opened to exanmne the Applicant's |atest anended
advertising plan. A formal protest was filed by a group of
rural i ndependent incunbent carriers providing telecomun-

ications services in Nebraska, conprised of Arlington Tel ephone
Conpany; Blair Tel ephone Conpany; C arks Tel econmuni cati ons Co.;

Consolidated Tel ephone Conpany; Consol i dated Tel co, I nc.;
Eastern Nebraska Tel ephone Conpany; G eat Plains Conmunications,
I nc. ; Harti ngt on Tel econmruni cat i ons Co. , I nc.; Her shey

Cooperative Tel ephone Conpany; K&V Tel ephone Conpany, Inc.;
NebCom Inc.; Nebraska Central Telephone Conpany; Northeast
Nebraska Tel ephone Conpany; Pierce Tel ephone Co.; Rock County
Tel ephone Conpany; Stanton Tel ephone Co., Inc.; and Three River
Telco (collectively, the Protestants.) A petition of fornal
intervention was filed on Novenmber 7, 2003, by Arapahoe
Tel ephone Conpany; Benkel man Tel ephone Conpany; Cozad Tel ephone
Conmpany; Curtis Tel ephone Conpany; Dalton Telephone Conpany;
Diller Tel ephone  Conpany; El sie Communi cati ons; d enwood
Tel ephone Menbership Corporation; Hartman Tel ephone Conpany;
Hem ngf ord Cooper ati ve Tel ephone Conpany; Keyst one- Art hur
Tel ephone Conpany; Minstay Comrunications; Southeast Nebraska
Tel ephone Conpany; and Wauneta Tel ephone Conpany (collectively,
the Intervenors.) The Conmi ssion finds that it should accept
the formal protest and intervention filed and the above-naned
conpani es shoul d be added as parties to this proceeding.

The Conmmi ssion further finds that the initial issue to be
deci ded is whether the anended advertising plan filed by Wstern
Wreless on April 14, 2003, falls within the scope of its
eligible teleconmunications carrier (ETC) authorization as set
forth in the Comm ssion’s order entered in Application No. G
1889 in Novenber of 2000. For sinplicity, judicial notice shal
be taken of the record in Application No. C-1889. Oal argunent
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on the issues relevant to the anended advertising plan wll be
held on Decenber 10, 2003, at 2:00 p.m, in the Conm ssion
Heari ng Room 300 The Atrium 1200 N Street, Lincoln, Nebraska.
Parties to this proceeding wll also be asked to file post-
argunment briefs with the Comm ssion on or before Decenber 15
2003.

ORDER

Commission that the Protestants and Intervenors listed herein
be, and are hereby, permtted to participate as parties in this
pr oceedi ng.
